Opus One was founded in the 1970s as a joint venture 
between Robert Mondavi and Baron Philippe de Rothschild 
(of Chateau Mouton Rothschild). A blend of two wine-
making cultures as well as two of the most influential 
figures in the wine world, Opus One is modeled after a 
Bordeaux château but set in Napa Valley. Its inaugural 
vintage was produced at the Robert Mondavi Winery in 
1979 and was unveiled alongside the 1980 vintage as the 
winery’s first release. With this initial offering to the 
market in 1984, Opus One established itself as America’s 
first ultra-premium wine and created a new category of 
American wine priced $50 and above per bottle. In the 
1980s and 1990s Opus One went on to become one of 
the elite producers of Cabernet - while the label dos not 
identify a varietal, the wine is mostly Cabernet Sauvignon 
with some Cabernet Franc.  Since its founding, Opus has 
added vineyard land in Oakville and now owns nearly 
140 acres of vines, including some in the prized To-Kalon 
vineyard.

New York, California 
or Nevada sales tax is charged on the success-
ful bid price, Buyer’s Premium, and any other 
applicable charges on any other property picked 
up or delivered in New York State, California, 
or Nevada regardless of the state or country in 
which the Buyer resides or transacts business, 
unless Buyer has a valid exemption there from.

Outstandingly good for a wine of 10 years in bottle, or longer.

TS  Top Shoulder: normal for any claret 15 years old or older.

US  Upper-Shoulder: slight natural reduction through easing of 
cork and evaporation through cork and capsule. Usually no prob-
lem. Acceptable for any wine over 20 years old. Exceptional for 
pre-1940 wines.

MS  Mid-Shoulder: probably some weakening of the cork and 
some risk. Not abnormal for wines 30/40 years of age. Estimates 
usually take this into account. 

LS  Low-Shoulder: risky and usually only accepted for sale if 
wine or label is exceptionally rare or interesting. Always offered 
without reserve and with low estimate.

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NEW YORK, April 20, 2010 — Bordeaux prices were off the charts at Zachys’ Spring Auction at 
Smith & Wollensky’s fl agship New York restaurant last weekend, supporting the old adage that fi ne 
clarets and succulent steaks are best enjoyed together.
