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Guigal

Marcel Guigal - perfectionist, fanatical, pernickety - is the super-star of the appellation and probably sells more Cote-Rotie under his 
own label than all the other growers combined. Despite this size, however, the quality is exemplary - as they should be at the prices 
he charges! He harvests late, insists on very low yields, and keeps the wines in a combination of barrel and small foudres and demi-
muids, all newish wood, for up to three and a half years before bottling. Their wines are so concentrated they can withstand this wait 
without drying out, and remain profound, rich and individual. La Landonne is the Brune, La Mouline the Blonde, La Turque the sort of 
hermaphroditic mixture. Usually my favourite is the Landonne. The Chateau d’Ampuis bottling combines elements of both the sectors 
of Cote-Rotie, from vines in the climats of La Pommiere, Le Pavillon, La Garde and Le Clos.

When one thinks of Hermitage, one thinks of Paul Jaboulet Aine’s cuvee, La Chapelle, one of the world’s greatest wines. La Chapelle 
takes its name from the Saint Christophe Chapel that sits on a steep part of the Hermitage hill. While the firm was founded in 1834 by 
Antoine Jaboulet, it was quite some time before the famous La Chapelle name was to appear on the label. It is hard to find definitive 
information as to the first vintage of La Chapelle, but the Jaboulets have been sole owners of the land it comes from since 1919. I 
myself have seen a 1911 bottling, although not bearing today’s distinctive label.

Vineyards and Winemaking

The La Chapelle cuvee, with annual production of 7,500 cases, comes from two main vineyards, Le Meal and Les Bessards, totaling 
approximately 25 hectares with 20.5 hectares planted to Syrah. 

The soils are still plowed mainly by horse or mule, with the vines trained to stakes or bush-trained goblet. The average vine age is 
thirty-five to forty years, with some reaching seventy years before being pulled up. Picking is done mainly by hand, parcel by parcel 
as each becomes fully ripe. Today there is complete de-stemming and a three- to four-week maceration prior to fermentation. The 
wine is then racked off into oak barrels, one-third of which are new, where it spends anywhere from twelve to eighteen months 
maturing before bottling without filtration.

In lesser years La Chapelle is not released and the wine is labeled as Hermitage La Pied de la Cote.

MS  Mid-Shoulder: probably some weakening of the cork and 
some risk. Not abnormal for wines 30/40 years of age. Estimates 
usually take this into account. 

LS  Low-Shoulder: risky and usually only accepted for sale if 
wine or label is exceptionally rare or interesting. Always offered 
without reserve and with low estimate.

Because of the slope of shoulder it is impractical to describe 
levels of Burgundy-shaped bottles as mid-shoulder, etc. 
Wherever appropriate the level between cork and wine will 
be measured and cataloged in centimeters. 

The condition and drinkability of Burgundy is less affected by 
ullage than its equivalent from Bordeaux. For example, a 5 to 
7 cm. ullage in a 50-year-old Burgundy can be considered nor-
mal, indeed good for age, 3.5 to 4 cm. excellent for age, even 
7 cm. rarely a risk.
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Special Notices
Though every effort is made to describe or 
measure the levels of older vintages, corks over 
20 years old begin to lose their elasticity and 
levels can change between cataloguing and 
sale. Old corks have also been known to fail 
during or after shipment. 

We therefore repeat that there is always a 
risk of cork failure with old wines and Zachys 
assumes no responsibility for this.
